The period of time allowed for public comment may be modified by the Chair in the interest of fairness to all those wishing 
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to address the Commission. Speakers shall address their remarks to the Commission as a whole and not to individual 
Commissioners or Department personnel. The lack of a response by the Commissioners or Department personnel does 
not necessarily constitute agreement with, or support of, statements made during public comment. 

Public comment may be made:

After multiple repairs that were followed by additional 
breakdowns, the wheelchair lift at the Goodlett/Polk entrance is being replaced for improved operation and 
reliability.  We anticipate having a functioning lift after the completion of construction in May 2025.  There are 
elevators and accessible restrooms located on every floor. 
 
Allowing a minimum of 48-business hours for all other accommodation requests helps ensure availability.
