8. Committee Reports & Administrative Business (Information)
District Committee Member Reports
District 10 Paul Wells:  
· Progress on the hairball (Cesar Chavez/Potrero/Bayshore intersection) but hard to say exactly what. 
· Construction on 101. 
· On 17th street the soft bike posts were replaced. 
· Nothing new on the waterfront but there is a new park near Hunter’s Point called India Basin Waterfront Park. 

District 9 Brandon Powell: 
· Valencia Street continues to be challenging with parked cars, scooters in the bike lane, and people turning into the lane. We fixed Valencia Street and then we broke it. San Francisco is a fantastic city to be out on a bicycle. There are e-scooters and bikes on Valencia Street. We need to streamline urban deliveries. For the delivery drivers and couriers who do not meet their times, they go to the bottom of the list. 
· Sunset Dunes is awesome. It officially opened on Saturday, April 12, 2025. 

District 8 Diane Serafini: 
· Diane taught at the Monroe School event on Saturday, which was part of Safe Routes to School. The SFBC is in need of funding for this program. 
· Lydon talked about ways of allocating resources and negotiating a contract in two- or three-year terms. The next contract is up for negotiation about opportunities to fund programs like Safe Routes to School. This is a low cost, high benefit program. In the Bayview and Fillmore there are organizations giving kids bikes and avenues to learn how to ride. We need to put resources in the right places. We are working with third party organizations. 
· We also discussed using geofencing to create virtual boundaries, directing drivers and passengers to designated pickup/drop-off spots at high-traffic locations like airports, stadiums, and city centers.

District 4 Tim Marcus: 
· Sunset Dunes has so many people riding bikes. The argument is mute about no one using the park on the weekdays. 

District 1 Kristin Tieche: 
· On February 27, 2026 it appeared that the woman and her child were crossing the street when they were hit by a car attempting to make a right turn onto Channel Street. 
· A female cyclist was severely injured after being struck and dragged approximately 20 feet by a dump truck in San Francisco's Inner Sunset neighborhood in early March 2026. 
· Jen Nossokoff posted pictures of actual cars in the bike lane.
· There have been 5 fatalities in 5 weeks in San Francisco. Kristin wants to meet with the mayor in the wake of these traffic fatalities. 
· Mandelman plans to ignore many commission streamlining recommendations.
· There was a memorial held 2 years after a family of four was killed in SF West Portal. The driver was put on probation. 
· Socialist Emmanuel Grégoire was elected Mayor of Paris in March 2026. 
· About 1,000 km (620 miles) of cycle lanes were constructed by leftist Mayor Anne ‌Hidalgo over the last decade.
· Join us for No Kings SF Westside Resistance Festival! On Saturday, March 28 at 12:00 PM at Sunset Dunes (Upper Great Highway & Noriega), SF.
· Culture is powerful as is technology. Changing people’s minds and behavior is important. Many are angry about the pace of change.  We have seen many changes implemented but change is slow. 

9. Governmental/Organizational/Committees (Discussion)
a. MTA Program Report – Lydon George 
· We hope you are enjoying the good weather and biking around. Speaking of culture, we are thinking of being safe and thinking of people who have lost their lives.
· We want to look at Laguna Honda to Lawton Street. There is a bike lane but parts are still unprotected. We want to improve these areas and get community support to make changes. 
· Transit-First principles have led the development of the city's major infrastructure projects. We need to follow these principles and have them taken seriously.
· The Bicycle and Rolling Plan has been implemented for about a year. It is a set of principles with directional guidance. 
· The SFMTA is subject to getting its budget cut. We need to bring feedback to the agency. 
· The agency needs to improve its social media game. The agency needs to sell itself but also needs to sell its mission.
· With the five recent fatalities and we want to hear why the SFMTA has not come out in response to these tragedies.
· We cannot change the driver’s behavior, but we must change the infrastructure. 
· Vision Zero is how we make these changes. We need to focus on safety. 
· This city is increasingly growing upwards. We need to prioritize our street safety.
· Paris has a different culture than American culture. 
· Issues on around posts getting knocked over and cars turning. Bicyclists need to use lights and follow bike lights.
· A 2-year-old girl was killed and her mother was seriously injured after being struck by a vehicle on February 27, 2026 at the intersection of 4th and Channel streets in San Francisco's Mission Bay neighborhood. This intersection needs a barrier (like bollards) and emergency vehicle access. 
b. SFPD – Acting Captain Lt. David O'Connor
· The intersection of Fourth and Channel streets in San Francisco’s Mission Bay neighborhood is considered a highly dangerous, "high-injury" location, recently highlighted by a fatal collision on February 27, 2026. An investigation is being conducted around those collisions. 
· Another pedestrian, who was 46 years old, was fatally struck by a driver reversing downhill at Broadway and Kearny in the North Beach neighborhood while on the sidewalk on March 5, 2026. Arrests were made. 
· A fatal car crash at Broadway and Kearny Street in San Francisco's North Beach on March 5, 2026 resulted in the death of a male pedestrian and injuries to an electric scooter rider.  
· We learned on March 6, 2026 that a woman riding a bicycle on 7th Ave and Irving was struck by a driver operating a large truck, resulting in massive bodily injury. The crash is under investigation. We may need a curbside protected bike lane here. 
· Discussion around the punishment matching the crime and the vehicle code. 
· California Penal Code Section 192 defines manslaughter as the unlawful killing of a human being without malice. It is categorized into three types: voluntary (heat of passion), involuntary (criminal negligence/reckless behavior), and vehicular manslaughter. 
· A misdemeanor is a criminal offense less serious than a felony, typically punishable by fines, probation, community service, or up to one year in county jail.
· One of the most notable cyclist fatalities of 2023 was the death of Ethan Boyes. Was it gross negligence or a felony? An intoxicated driver would be considered gross negligence.
