Resolution Elevating the Importance of Housing Affordability and Calling for the City and County of San Francisco to Center Strategies on Housing Affordability Solutions Addressing the Needs of San Francisco’s Extremely Low-Income and Very Low-Income Immigrant Communities
[bookmark: _heading=h.oxesiol306w][bookmark: _heading=h.tbtyiaazkonb]WHEREAS, Many extremely low-income and very low-income immigrant families and seniors live in Single Room Occupancy (SROs) in Chinatown, the Mission, and the Tenderloin due to the lack of affordable housing that is needed for San Franciscans making 0%-50% of the Area Median Income (AMI), particularly residents who rely on Supplemental Security Income (SSI); and

WHEREAS, According to the 2024 Point-in-Time (PIT) Count report, “Widespread homelessness is the result of a severe affordable housing shortage, a widening gap between rising housing costs and stagnant wages, and an insufficient safety net for individuals with disabling conditions”; and 

WHEREAS, Immigrants are directly impacted by the current lack of affordability, with “34% of homeless people identified as Latine or Hispanic in 2024, up from 30% in 2022,” according to the report; and

WHEREAS, Housing affordability is fundamental to ensuring that San Francisco’s immigrant communities are not displaced and remain part of the city’s fabric, which is essential to our diversity; and 
WHEREAS, Housing affordability challenges and growing economic inequality in San Francisco are driving people to live in their vehicles and crowded homes, and eventually to experience homelessness; now be it 
[bookmark: _heading=h.guxcu0l6ru94]RESOLVED, That the Immigrant Rights Commission urges the City and County of San Francisco to continue to invest in City resources for tenant legal representation to prevent further displacement of immigrant families living on a fixed income and identify strategies focused on solutions to uplift the housing needs of San Francisco’s extremely low-income and very low-income immigrant families and seniors, and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Immigrant Rights Commission urges the City and County of San Francisco to provide, as outlined in the Language Access Ordinance (LAO), City services tailored to Limited English Proficient (LEP) tenants to ensure that they can navigate legal resources; and be it


FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Immigrant Rights Commission urges the City and County of San Francisco to continue prioritizing ongoing plans to expand housing for extremely low-income and very low-income immigrant communities; and be it
