Director Arntz presented his March and April 2025 monthly report.  Regarding the budget, the Mayor has not yet finalized the budget.  

The Director’s report covered administrative functions and upcoming voter outreach activities, ongoing communication and efforts including language materials, newsletter, web page, Go Green, etc.

Commissioners had questions and concerns about the Trump Administration’s Executive Order issuing mandates regarding documentary proof of U.S. citizenship for voter registration in federal elections.  Director Arntz told the Commission that This Order is currently facing legal challenge in 19 states.  The U.S. House of Representatives passed the Safeguard American Voter Eligibility (SAVE) Act, The bill will next be considered by the U.S. Senate.

Public Comment (In Person)
