Statement Calling for Sanctuary in SF Colledges 

As a sanctuary city, our schools must embody the same sanctuary values. We are calling on the San Francisco Board of Supervisors and the Mayor’s Office to stand firmly with SF State students, who have called for their campus to be a sanctuary space—one where all students, including immigrants, can thrive without fear. 

San Francisco has consistently been a leader, and now it must step up to ensure that safety extends to every campus. Furthermore, we have heard reports of ICE presence at San Francisco State University, which underscores the urgency of this action. 

We also highlight the San Francisco Community College District’s resolution in support of undocumented students, affirming that City College will not cooperate with federal efforts targeting individuals based on immigration status. 

We urge the city to echo these commitments, ensuring all educational spaces remain safe and welcoming.
