The city has not confirmed next steps
for this redesign

JPD has already began updating many
of the housing units
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DPH Clinic inside JJC

Staffed by a multi-disciplinary team dedicated to
providing trauma-informed, culturally-relevant and
accessible health services to all youth

Primary medical care, behavioral health services, dental
care, and health education, as well as coordination of
subspecialty services and screening for sexually
transmitted infections (STI)

On-site medical and behavioral health services available
24/7

Despite right-sizing staffing model, services continue to
exceed minimum standards of Title 15 of the California
Correctional Standards Authority for juvenile detainees

New Function: Supporting the linkage of justice involved
youth to community-based intensive behavioral health
services
