Resolution Commemorating Affordable Housing Month and Calling for Proactive Actions Focused on Housing Affordability Solutions Centered on Supporting the Needs of San Francisco’s Low-Income Immigrant Communities]
[bookmark: _b96thtawbzsi]WHEREAS, Affordable Housing Month is an opportunity to reaffirm the City’s commitment to safe and stable housing for all San Franciscans which includes short and long-term strategies to curb the affordability crisis; and
[bookmark: _6pna44o8f3ob]WHEREAS, Many low-income immigrant families and seniors live in single occupancy rooms (SROS) in Chinatown, Mission and Tenderloin due to the lack of affordable housing that is needed for very low-income making 30% to 50% of AMI, particularly residents that rely on social security income (SSI); and
WHEREAS, According to the PIT Count report in 2024, “Widespread homelessness is the result of a severe affordable housing shortage, a widening gap between rising housing costs and stagnant wages, and an insufficient safety net for individuals with disabling conditions.” 

WHEREAS, Immigrants are directly impacted by the current lack of affordability “34% of homeless people identified as Latine or Hispanic in 2024, up from 30% in 2022”; and

WHEREAS, Housing affordability is key to ensuring San Francisco remains a City for all, regardless of their income; and
 
WHEREAS, Tenant right to counsel resources guarantee immigrant families have access to legal representation during ; and

WHEREAS, Immigrant communities across San Francisco face unprecedented times, and now more than ever it is imperative that they have a stable home to thrive amid adversities they may face; and
[bookmark: _m53xngo5l0rk]RESOLVED, That the Immigrant Rights Commission urges the City and County of San Francisco to continue allocating City resources for tenant legal representation to prevent further displacement of immigrant families living on fixed income, and identify strategies focused on solutions uplifting the housing needs of San Francisco’s low-income immigrant families and seniors, and be it
